The Program:





Monday 


Morning: Visit of the Serafino Zani Astronomical Observatory (Lumezzane, 20 km from Brescia).


Afternoon: Meeting with a class in the Castle of Brescia, visit a small astronomical Observatory situated on the hill in the center of Brescia. 


Free evening





Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday


Morning: STARLAB lessons in schools, museums and planetariums in Brescia area.


Free afternoons and evenings








Friday


Morning: STARLAB lessons in a school


Tour Brescia using an astronomical itinerary  (Museums, astronomical monuments, natural parks)


Meeting with the public (Lumezzane Planetarium).  





Saturday and Sunday free days for visit in the nearest cities, like Venice and Verona





Brescia area is very rich in the field of public astronomy with old astronomical instruments (astrolabes, celestial globes, clocks) exhibited in the main history Museum of the city, a XIX painting of astronomical interest inside the Art gallery, a XVI century astronomical clock in the main square of the city, four small planetaria and two public observatories between Brescia and Lumezzane. The area surrounding Brescia is also very interesting for its natural landscapes and parks, three lakes and a very important valley with prehistoric age stone engravings. Important artistic cities, such as Verona and Venice, are nearby and can be reached by taking a one or two-hour train ride.





Regulations:





It is not necessary for an applicant to be a STARLAB user but you must be a planetarium operator. During the week a local operator will help the winner in the use of the STARLAB projector, if necessary. This could be a good occasion for you to have your first experience in the use of STARLAB. 





Application Procedure:





Participants must send their applications. Your application must include your full name, complete address, year of birth and present occupation. Send this information along with a cover letter, explaining why you wish to be considered for this experience, and your curriculum vitae. You must also include a short description of a planetarium lesson that you would like to present for the students. For example: You could prepare a planetarium lesson devoted to the difference between the sky in the Southern and in the Northern hemisphere (different constellations, opposite seasons, different culmination of the sun – North and South – and maximum elevation at zenith in the Tropics and so on).�
